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WELCOME TO SHEPHERD OF THE MOUNTAINS 

LUTHERAN CHURCH! 
Holy Week is the octave (eight-day period) from Passion Sunday through 

Easter.  Some will recall that the first day was familiar as Palm Sunday, 

but the liturgical churches have reclaimed its more ancient name of 

Passion Sunday, to reflect the tradition of reading the story of our Lord’s 

passion on that day.  Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday in Holy Week 

have their own assigned readings from the Passion Narratives.  

The Triduum (literally, the three days) includes Maundy Thursday, Good 

Friday, and Holy Saturday.  The word Maundy comes from the Latin 

word to command (mandamus), recalling our Lord’s commandment to 

celebrate his death and resurrection in the simple meal of bread and 

wine.  Good Friday is named paradoxically (a man dies on this day, and 

it is good?), only because of the good that comes out it.  Holy Saturday is 

often observed with silent retreats in churches to remember the silence of 

the tomb.

“Go into the village ahead of you, and immediately you will find a 

donkey tied and a colt with her; untie them and bring them to 

me. 3 If anyone says anything to you, just say this, ‘The Lord needs 

them.’ And he will send them immediately.” 4 This took place to 

fulfill what had been spoken through the prophet: 
5 “Tell the daughter of Zion, 

Look, your king is coming to you, 

humble and mounted on a donkey, 

and on a colt, the foal of a donkey.” 
6 The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them; 7 they 

brought the donkey and the colt and put their cloaks on them, and 

he sat on them. 8 A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the 

road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the 

road. 9 The crowds that went ahead of him and that followed were 

shouting, 

“Hosanna to the Son of David! 

Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord! 

Hosanna in the highest heaven!” 
10 When he entered Jerusalem, the whole city was in turmoil, 

asking, “Who is this?” 11 The crowds were saying, “This is the 

prophet Jesus from Nazareth in Galilee.”
